Dublin City Enterprise Boards Business Plan 2010
Introduction

In the last Eighteen years the Dublin City Enterprise Board has successfully delivered on a range of enterprise supports to the Dublin City area.  2011 will be even a more challenging year than 2010 with the changing economic climate and the collapse in the public finances which has developed over the last 30 months.  It is intended that through this plan the Board will continue to supply a full range of enterprise related supports and services in the coming year and address the issues we are facing.  A Business plan is for approval at the Dublin City Enterprise Board meeting on 8th December 2010. The budget for 2011 indicated by the Department will be as it was in 2010 Measure 1 (financial support) and Measure 2 (soft supports) funding and a 12% reduction in it’s administration non-pay budget.  There is no indication that any additional funding will be forth coming.
The Board will continue to place particular emphasis on job creation and sustainability in addition the range of programmes and supports are being designed and implemented to ‘beat the recession’.  Since the Dublin City Enterprise Board started providing financial supports it has approved over 2,700 full and part time jobs.  In 2011 the board will approve funding for 60 new jobs in 2011 with a potential to create a further 200 plus jobs over the next three years.  This target can increased significantly should funding become available.
This plan for 2011 is a continuation of the annual planning process to act as an instrument in the implementation of the Boards strategic plan 2007-2013 accommodating EU and National plans for 2007-2013 which accommodate directives from the Department of Trade Enterprise and Innovation and the CEB Central Support Unit (CCU). It has been identified that working with other Organisations in 2011 and beyond will see the Board seek to continue to develop greater strategic alliances with other organizations that are involved in delivering enterprise services.  These will include The City Council, the 6 Partnerships, Enterprise Centers, and The Universities.  
The level of activity possible by the Dublin City Enterprise Board is determined by the level of funding available to it.  Under the following four headings Dublin City Enterprise Board sets out its proposed activities to meet these objectives.  It is very unfortunate after a long successful partnership with FAS on management training that the FAS funding for management skills has been transferred to the unemployed budget in FAS.  
It is hoped to seek additional funding where possible. 

FAS unemployed budget and following a successful arrangement at the end of 2010 where agreed to do 4 SYOB’s, that this arrangement will continue into 2011 and the Lord Mayor of Dublin will continue to provide the Mansion House as a free venue. 

Where Interreg EU programmes, SME fees, and extra DETI funds become available for specialist projects from time to time, returned funds from other CEB regions and any other opportunities that may arise.

Some of the areas of significance that are being focused on in 2011 are highlighted below for Measure 2 funding:

Beat the Recession / Credit Crisis 
A number of initiatives will be continued to address the current recession and credit crisis.

Entrepreneurship Promotion

-The Dublin City Guide to Enterprise to be distributed and clients directed to the website.

Seminars / Training

Half day seminars will continue take place and held in the DCEB offices to address potential unemployed entrepreneurs and the issues that business are facing in running their business in this new economic climate.  These include:-Seminars for Information for unemployed; Cashflow management; Getting Sales seminar and Ideas for your business. DCEB is also developing a self employed two half day programme.
Mentoring Initiatives

A panel is formed from the DCEB panel of mentors to
-Mentoring Screening Clinics.  Ongoing half day sitting mentor.  
M1 Funding
-A focus on Job creation and sustainability will become the main criteria for selecting projects for funding targeting 60 new jobs in 2011 with potential job creation of 200 over three years.
-The board will work with the other CEB’s and the CCU to leverage on financial support through the Banks & Credit unions.  The Board will work with Dublin City Council to implement the €10M fund with the Ulster Bank.  Discussions with the Credit Unions are underway for a pilot to start within the calendar year.
-The range of ‘New Financial Instruments’ launcher in Novomber 2009 will be used in 2011.  This new range of financial instruments brings the board forward in providing a more relevant range supports for its clients with Feasibility Grants up to €20,000; Priming Grants for start up businesses and Development Grants for growing existing businesses both up to €80,000. 

Large Company Downsizing

-The board will continue to have a panel from our mentors who can assist the Boards executive in carrying out presentation on how to start a business and CEB supports at short notice.  This will provide staff who are loosing their jobs with the alternative career of starting a new business. The board will take part in any EDF initiatives like the SRT techniques fund.
Networks 

-The DCEB networks will be asked to particularly concentrate on helping their members participate in activities that will help them to generate sales and sales activities.  The new ‘Sprint Start’ network will help to introduce and develop the start up businesses in Dublin City.
Dublin CEB’s
In 2010 CEB’s in Dublin worked together and will work on joint projects such as Plato, the High Start programme, Trade Shows and the ‘CreativeD’ Network.  In 2011 this is continuing.  The target joint events will include: Joint tradeshow attendance, Networking events, Training courses and representation at meetings and events. It is intended to continue to get consistency like we did in the new financial instruments.  We are jointly doing a start up Boot camp in February. The Anotole EU programme with the Dublin CB’s and the Irish Exporters Association which will include a new food chain network. 
DCEB Website

The DCEB Website has been a very successful tool to deliver more services to its clients.  2009 saw the introduction of the on-line Enterprise Guide.  2010 will see the Board continue to explore how the website will act as an additional resource for Dublin City Enterprise Board through a continuous updating and improvements will take place during the year with the introduction of more automated features like the current trial we are running for on-line training.  

First Port of Call and Knowledge Center
The Board will continue to provide clients and potential entrepreneurs of Dublin City with information and knowledge services in the office area and over the web as a first port of call for anyone thinking of starting a business.  The Guide for starting a business will be available in partnership with all related organisations and the information area will continue to be improved to provide a comprehensive service to visiting clients to DCEB offices.  The Business Information Center in the ILAC Library will partner to deliver the lecture series.
Schools Enterprise 
Dublin City has the largest number of schools in the country with 83 of all second level schools located in the city.  This puts great strain on the resources available to deliver the programme 20 second level schools will be targeted for support in 2011 including delivery of workshops, Schools Enterprise Awards and enterprise encounter. The number of Boys participating has dropped in recent years so this year an increase in the number of Boys participating will be a specific target.  DCEB will partner with other programmes to ensure maximum coverage of schools. The on-line Enterprise Business Game and resource materials will continue to be made available to all schools in the region.  
3rd level Colleges

The 3rd level programme for 2011 will be offered to the four main 3rd level colleges in the City in an attempt to address the need increase awareness among the 55,000 3rd level students.  2011 will see the continuation of the series of seminars and workshops with well known and established entrepreneurs for 3rd level students to DIT and Trinity and explore other opportunities.  Continued support for the student enterprise week at DCU and introduce Trinity to this event.  Discussions will take place with NCI to explore our links with the University on how to encourage and develop Entrepreneurship services to 3rd level students.

Enterprise Space

The situation in relation to Enterprise Space in Dublin City is changing with the recession leading to the freeing up of space for enterprises and dropping prices.  However future planning for incubation space is low with as indicated in the research completed in 2007 and while things have changed there is still a need for affordable serviced incubation space.  The Board will seek to work with EI, other agencies and organizations to explore any opportunities in this regard. The Board will support the Guinness Enterprise Center (GEC) which has seen its numbers drop in recent times. DCEB will take some space at the GEC center and send potential start up entrepreneurs to a hot desking facility with up to 6 months rent free.
Sprint Start

Sprint start is a new DCEB Network for 2011.  It will accommodate the participants who are coming off the SYOB programmes who would like to receive on going support and reduce their chances of getting isolated.  It will be facilitated by an executive from Ericson free of charge and a members of the DCEB Mentor panel.
LINK
The LINK network has changed its positioning and will facilitate businesses that are over the start up phase in their business and grow the network on this basis to increase the number of participants.  Unfortunately this network has suffered from the reduction in funds being available and is being run by the participants themselves.  It is intended to work with the committee to see it continue to provide this network in 2011 by seeking free venues and facilitation of the meetings at this level.
Dublin Fashion
Dublin Fashion Industry will continue to receive the support of the DCEB through applications for fashion shows in the City.  With the increasing number of Fashion related companies receiving DCEB support this is a good fit for developing a growing and potential enterprise sector in Dublin City.  DCEB will encourage business to join the CreativeD network.

DCEB Training
The loss of the partnership with FAS services for businesses has ment the closure of management and skill development programmes in the Dublin City region is be a big blow.  As a result of this the limited resources available will be used to maximise the number of Start Your Own Business (SYOB) Programmes which will receive some limited support from FAS and Training Modules will continue with a business topic every two weeks.  The new Lord Mayor of Dublin, Cllr Gerry Breen, a former Board Member has kindly offered the Mansion House as a free venue for training events.  This venue will be used until June after which DCEB will have to discuss arrangements with the incoming Lord Mayor or seek a new low cost venue.
Mentors

The mentoring service has continued to increase in level of activity for Pre Enterprise Support (PES) and mentoring to developing businesses with the online booking and the screening system.  The service continues to receive excellent feedback from clients.  The Mentors programme will continue to flourish in 2011.  The mentor panel was reconstituted last year with the introduction of some new blood to replace those who have disengaged and the panel has been strengthened. DCEB will continue the support possibilities for Group Mentoring.  Selected topic meetings in 2011 through expertise from the mentor panel and outsourced trainers.  A free clinic service will be explored during the year on essential areas of advice like Finance, Marketing and Business Planning. The panel will be used to process the new financial screening that the Board is currently considering.  DCEB will also work with Dublin City Council and Ulster Bank to provide mentoring to applicants for the Lord Mayors Fund with advise and support to get their businesses into shape to take on additional funding and debt.
The Plato Programme
The Plato Business Development Programme will be supported in 2011.  The programmes will have about 55 participants from Dublin City receiving services during the year this with 35 on the main programmes, and 12 past participants taking up development courses and 50 taking part in training programmes.  The programme will launch a new programme in March 2011.
Women in Business

This will continue to be a priority for the Board in 2011 with a target to maintain the current DCEB Women’s network at about 50 paid up members.  The Board will support the National Womens Enterprise Day and send a group of Female clients to the event.  Case studies to promote role models for Female enterprise will continue and the DCEB Female Enterprise awards.  The issue of supporting Women in Business will continue to be reviewed to see how the Board can interact to support entrepreneurial Women. Eurobic Toscana EU networking for start up’s.
Enterprise Ireland

With the CCU now in operation for over three years in Enterprise Ireland the Board will continue to develop the good relationships that exist between the Dublin City Enterprise Board and Enterprise Ireland members of staff for 2011.  The ongoing request and target to provide Enterprise Ireland with good companies to transfer for further development and export support will be continued in 2011.  DCEB will take part in the Hi Start Programme in conjunction with the other 3 Dublin based CEB’s.  This programme is aimed at facilitation a more speedy transfer from the CEB’s to the EI client base.
